Significantly, Exposure 5 includes many new textures for a greater variety of vintage and Lo-Fi looks. There are
now separate controls for adding borders, dust & scratches, and light leaks. A new randomize option allows a
user to easily explore multiple variations on a particular look.

Exposure 5 integrates with the popular tools many photographers use in their professional workflow: Adobe®
Photoshop®, Lightroom®, and now Apple® Aperture®. Now Exposure 5 can also be launched as a standalone
application. That is especially useful for fast batch-processing or as part of a workflow that includes tools that do
not support plug-ins.
