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The color of the blue car in this outdoor portrait by Randy Kepple was changed to green using the new Advanced Color Editor in Exposure X6. This tool builds on Exposure’s innovative 3D Color Masking to perform sophisticated color edits simply and accurately.
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This rustic rooftop shot by John Barclay was processed with a one-click automatic adjustment in Exposure. The edit brought out the beautiful detail and colors in the lobster trap buoys hanging from the shingles.It also made the exposure more consistent between the bright sky and shadowy foreground.
